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On Monday July 11, 1965 Frank Ducker was
up early to go fishing. He and a friend (Austin Irvin) had
planned a fishing trip. The plans would take them to the
Florida Pond which was geographically located on the
Florida and Alabama State line. Emphasis is placed on "
Was" because crops now grow where fishing was great in
1965. From documention in the July 12, 1965 Dothan
Eagle newspaper as well as friends and eye witnesses:
Auston had manufactured a floating Vessel type
apparatus to fish from. He had taken two 1939 Ford
automobile hoods to Preacher MaCalls welding shop and
fabricated them jointly. Probably a more accurate
definition is a Meg-Shift boat. On the day of the accident
he and Frank was on the pond early. About 8:45 A.M. fun
turned to tragedy and things went terribly wrong.
According to Sheriff Barkley Gause's investigation: One of
the men had hooked a fish and was reaching for it and
all the weight shifted to one side resulting in the
summon help. Frank did not surface, his body was
recovered about an hour later. He was buried at
Friendship cemetery in Malone Florida.
