Notes for Willie Thomas Jones:

Willie Thomas was barely 40 years of age in 1925. He was a strong, healthy, none drinking, share cropping farmer with Walter Rodgers. He also worked at the sawmill and turpentine steel when his crops were laid by. A few days before August 7th in 1925 he went to the medicine shelf with minium lighting in the room for asip of paregoric. It was his medication for checking diarrhea. Another family member had been using arsenic to keep the rat population down in the barn. In error the

arsenic was placed on the medicine shelf. The time was after night fall and the bottles were the same size. With little or no lighting Willie Thomas open the wrong bottle and swallowed a small amount of arsenic before detecting the error. He only lived a few days after being

poisoned. His final resting place is a few hundred yards from where the poisoning occurred and he died.
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
